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ISSUES FOR CONSIDERATION IN THE
2009/10 MANAGEMENT PLAN — WEE JASPER

1 Investigate opening of transfer station on a Saturday — limited hours

2 Hall fire extinguisher certification is a problem — Council to investigate arranging a 6 monthly
swap of certified extinguishers

3 Transfer Station — lids for bins to prevent access by feral cats. Additional bins needed in peak
times (xmas / easter)

4 40 kph sign near bridge is a remnant of the bridge construction and needs to be replaced with a
60 kph sign

5 Bridge Deck — enquire of the RTA as to whether deck is completed (local information indicated
that another deck maybe constructed over the existing timber deck)

Wee Jasper directional signage on Yass Valley Way needs to be displayed in both directions

Wee Jasper/Caves Road intersection - investigate continuity lines as well as the Give Way lines

Seek Council support for ‘mosaic burning’ in Wee Jasper area to reduce fire risk
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Reduce fire risk by shoulder spraying on Wee Jasper Rd from village to crossing and on
Beveridge St, Williams Pl and Dutton Pl
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10 | Wee Jasper Road Safety:

from ramp down through cuttings to village — winding road signage, additional guide posts to
depict change in horizontal alignment (approx. 1.2km past Cookmundoon ramp)

Sealed sections — investigate the possibility of centreline marking

11 | Trees with low overhanging branches — investigate, Caves Rd, Wee Jasper Rd near
Cookmundoon cuttings and towards Tumut, Nottingham Road from Swinging Bridge onwards
and poplars covering Give Way near bridge

12 | Weeds — investigate status of biological controls for St Johns Wort and blackberry, weed
spraying in Williams Place

13 | Nottingham Dip Culvert — request for road to be widened

14 | Street Mowing — investigate as to whether a second hand Council mower could be suitable for
the community to undertake the task

15 | Remark faded centreline - Mountain Creek cuttings

16 | Valley Views — community advised that this is not being received
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CONCLUSION

Yass Valley Council will be visiting villages in the Local Government
Area during February and March to determine issues that should be

addressed in the Management Plan for 2009/2010 — 2011/2012.

After this initial community consultation, we will be drafting the
Management Plan, seeking Council’'s approval on the ‘Draft
Management Plan — 2009/2010 — 2011/2012 and placing it on public
exhibition for a period of 28 days (15 May 2009 — 12 June 2009). All
residents of the Yass Valley LGA will still have the opportunity to
comment on the Plan whilst it is on public exhibition.
