INTRODUCTION

In rural and rural residential zones building setback can assist with establishing and maintaining the
character of an area.

POLICY OBJECTIVE

To provide setback guidelines for the erection of dwelling houses and ancillary structures on rural
and rural residential land.

POLICY SCOPE

This policy applies to all land in the following zones:

Rural Zones Rural Residential Zones
° RU1 Primary Production ° R5 Large Lot Residential
. RU2 Rural Landscape . R2 Low Density Residential
° RU4 Primary Production Small Lots
° E3 Environmental Management
. E4 Environmental Living

POLICY PROVISIONS
Minimum building setbacks for dwelling houses and ancillary structures are as follows:

4.1 Rural Residential Class 1(a) Buildings

Lot size Front setback Side and Rear Setback
0.2ha to 0.49ha 10m 5m
0.5ha to 1ha 20m 10m
1.1hato 2ha 30m 10m
2.1hato 5ha 30m 30m
5.1ha and above 50m 50m

Lot size Front setback Side and Rear Setback

All 50m 50m

4.3 Corner Lots Class 1(a) Buildings

4.4 Class 10 Buildings or Structures
Lot size Front setback Side and Rear Setback
Less than 5ha Not forward of the building 5m
