that is associated with acceptability of water to the consumer; for example, appearance, taste and
odour.'

Yass Valley Council reports both Guideline measures in the interests of transparent governance.
Council conducts tests of its water supply in accordance with the Drinking Water Management System.

Free chlorine, total chlorine and E. coli are key operational indicators of the safety (health-related) of
the water supply.
